After saying good bye to the 80edays orange tree at the beautiful
Hotel Miramar in Barcelona, the 80edays caravan of 8 teams
embarked on a new chapter of their journey, driving into the vibrant
and historic country of Portugal. On the way they were asked to stop
at Circutor, the Spanish producer of charge stations where the
General Manager Joan Hinojo gave as a present 3 charge stations to
distribute on the globe to close travel gaps. Thank you so much for
supporting the EV community this kindly! 

After crossing Spain some teams headed Lisbon, where they were
met with electrifying enthusiasm and heartwarming hospitality. The
local community's support was palpable, showcasing the best of
Portuguese generosity.

In Lisbon, Paulo Santos opened his home to the Czech family,
providing them with a comfortable and welcoming place to rest. At
the same time, Rafael de Mestre was warmly/received by Diana

Freytag, Fernanda, and Pedro Lopes, who graciously invited him into
their home. This spirit of hospitality underscored the camaraderie of
the global EV community, illustrating a shared commitment to
supporting each other on this crucial journey towards sustainable
transportation.

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Illuminating the Night: Tesla
Light Show in Lisbon

The 80edays participants were honored to be part of a spectacular
event organized by the Tesla Owners Club Portugal. They joined the
grand Tesla Light Shows in Lisbon, where an impressive assembly of
106 Teslas gathered, marking the largest light show of its kind in
Portugal to date. Despite some rain during the setup, the enthusiasm
and dedication of the Light Show team and the community remained
undeterred. The most awesome one was named Star Wars.

For over two hours, the team meticulously organized the vehicles,
transforming the cars into a mesmerizing light and music show. This
event was not just a dazzling display of Tesla’s capabilities but also a
show of support for Austria's upcoming Tesla Takeover event in
Flauchau, the first of its kind in Europe. The Tesla Light Show
symbolized the unity and shared excitement within the EV community,
bridging borders and fostering a sense of global fellowship.

The first leg of the journey took the teams through Spain, Portugal
and Morocco. In Manresa, they visited a tree planted during the 2016
Elduro circumnavigation, symbolizing the ongoing commitment to
environmental sustainability. The 2024 teams will follow the tree
route established during the 2016 journey, continuing the tradition of
connecting significant places through their green journey.

Rafael de Mestre's lecture at the University of Bilbao, attended by
over 100 enthusiastic students, further emphasized the importance of
sustainable transportation, with invaluable support from the #AUVE
Spain association.
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Onward to Morocco: The Next
Chapter Begins

After their enriching experiences in Portugal, the teams departed from
the picturesque Parque do Tejo e do Trancão, setting their sights on
the next leg of their adventure: Morocco. This transition marked
another exciting phase in their global journey, carrying forward the
spirit of camaraderie, innovation, and sustainability that defines the
80edays mission.

As part of their global journey, the 80edays participants ventured into
North Africa by ferry, with only two main teams continuing: Rafael,
Zdenek, and his family, joined by a crew from Austria in a Kia Soul
Electric. They were warmly welcomed by representatives of RIVE
Maroc, who assisted them throughout their journey.

 

The small team navigated through Tangier to the vibrant city of
Casablanca, tackling the stunning yet challenging desert landscapes
that showcased the resilience and capabilities of their electric
vehicles. Charging the cars directly from wires at times, Rafael
demonstrated various power supply options, often relying on
NRGkick's versatile charging cables to get through difficult situations.

 

With NRGkick, charging is always completely safe and reliable.
Numerous safety mechanisms regularly check the situation and
protect against overloading or overheating, for example. With the
numerous plug attachments, you can also charge at any power
source with maximum safety - without fear of scorching. 

NRGkick charging units are equipped with WiFi and Bluetooth as
standard and are optionally available with GSM/SIM. The flexible
wallbox therefore offers you full connectivity. For example, you can
also connect your NRGkick to the free NRGkick app for intelligent
control. 

 

The final leg to Casablanca spanned 250 kilometers, testing the limits
of Rafael's car, which had only 129 kilometers of range left. Zdenek's
fully loaded Tesla impressively consumed just 11 kWh per 100 km,
while Rafael managed to reach Casablanca with 35 kilometers to
spare — a feat that seemed impossible.

In Morocco, the teams faced unstable electricity, with voltage
sometimes dropping to 148V, making charging slow and unreliable.
They drove in economy mode at speeds no higher than 65 km/h to
manage the desert roads efficiently. In Casablanca, Rafael presented
his project to fellow EV enthusiasts and representatives, sharing the
vision and progress of 80edays. A significant milestone was reached
with the installation of the first Circontrol charger in Morocco at
Parque Aquatico de Aglou, bridging a crucial gap in the charging
network along the coast.
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Overcoming Obstacles: Shipping
Electric Vehicles to the United

States
An attempt to ship the cars from Casablanca to America encountered
numerous issues. Constantly changing documents and a ban on
leaving the port thwarted their plans, forcing the participants to
return to Spain in search of an alternative route.

Rafael and Zdenek arrived in Algeciras, where they found a company
through Rafael's connections willing to ship the cars. Despite lengthy
paperwork, insurance, and other bureaucratic hurdles, their
dedication paid off. The electric cars were loaded into containers and
shipped, showcasing the teams' resilience and problem-solving skills
in the face of logistical challenges.

 

Next issues! With Rafael's Tesla Model S having only 131 kilometers
of range left, quick delivery to Miami is crucial, as prolonged
discharge can damage the batteries. The journey across the ocean is
a test of both patience and perseverance, but the teams are
determined to overcome these obstacles. Both are glad that finally
the ship left on 31.May with both cars in one container reducing the
costs of Casablanca by 50%.
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Preparing for the American Leg

80edays on July 4th parade 2016

The electric cars are scheduled to arrive in Miami on June 14, with
Rafael and Zdenek arriving earlier to prepare paperwork and meet the
vehicles. The first meeting with the U.S. electric car community is
planned to take place with the Tesla Owners Club Florida on June 15.

The 80edays journey will then continue to Disney World in Orlando to
entertain the children, then Charleston, South Carolina, on June 18,
progressing along the coast. Electric car owners are invited to join the
trip on specific sections or across the entire continent not only
supercharging their EU cars with the special adapters of Chargerman
at US Superchargers but also with NRGkick mobile charger at RV
camp grounds with a special NEMA 14-50 adapter.

#80edays — is a mission that breaks boundaries! We are proving
that electric vehicle technology is poised to become the first choice
for drivers because it is environmentally sustainable and has a well-
developed infrastructure. The 80edays mission is to accelerate the
transition to sustainable mobility. This is the largest rally in 100%
electric vehicles around the world. Participants in the world race prove
that electric vehicles have already become the choice of drivers. It is
a conscious transition to quiet, clean and sustainable energy. The
world electric car race is held every 4 years across three continents.
In 2012 and 2016 participants crossed more than 20 countries, and
covered more than 28 thousand kilometers in electric vehicles. Any
team from any country in the world can represent its nation by taking
part in a production electric car.

#Tree route — in collaboration with Myclimate, the official eco-
partner of 80edays, trees were planted along the route of the race in
2016, which today determines the route. The Myclimate project seeks
to restore forests and offset carbon emissions. The 80edays project,
which promotes clean air, is well complemented by the goals of our
partner, and provides a joint opportunity to raise public awareness on
environmental issues. Together, we highlight the critical social and
climate issues arising from increased pollution and rapid
deforestation. 80edays planted 10,000 trees to compensate for the
CO2 footprint of 80edays.

Rafael De Mestre — is an ambassador of electric mobility and
founder of the Eco Grand Prix SRL, the organizer of ecoGP, the
electric car 24h races, winner of the first round-the-world race in
2012 and awarded 2013 by the Energy Globe Award Romania and
2024 by the Global Recognition Award. He holds the record for solo
trip around the world in a standard electric car, the fastest round-the-
world trip in an electric car (80 days) together with the teams of
2016’s 80edays Elduro and won several EV rallies in Europe.
